HEALTH INFORMATION
HEALTH FORMS ARE DUE ASAP
Return completed forms to Tracy Small (1489 Chigwell Lane N, Webster, 14580) or place in yellow medic hanging file folder.

The Webster High School Marching Band has a well trained and very dedicated group of volunteer medics who cover band practices, parades and competition trips so that our children will always have help should they become ill or injured.  Basic first aid care is provided as well as necessary medication administration (with parent and medical provider written authorization).  In order to care for your child, we need basic emergency  health information.  All information is confidential and is seen only by volunteer medics and select staff members.

THE EMERGENCY MEDICAL FORM IS MANDATORY
· Please fill this out COMPLETELY in blue or black pen - NEVER PENCIL.
· A new form is required each band year.
· New members - please turn in ASAP!
· Be specific regarding allergies - indicate the exact response.  There is a big difference between a rash and needing an epipen!
· Inform us of previous responses/experiences when your child has been out in the hot sun or cold for long periods of time (i.e. heat stroke, rashes, fainting, headaches) or any other chronic conditions/injuries that may require our attention.
· Include additional emergency contacts/health information on the back of the form if needed.

PERMISSION FOR ADMINISTRATION OF MEDICATION
· Completed form is required for ALL prescription and over-the-counter (we require a permission for administration of medication form signed by doctor & parent for ALL meds, including the OTC meds that the band carries listed below).
· The permission for administration of medication form MUST be signed by both the licensed Professional Care Provider (MD,PA,NP) & parent.  This is a Webster School district rule; "we are not trying to be difficult"
· Students may self-carry medications if:
1. the completed medical authorization form is on file with the WMB Medics
2. it is signed & dated by the licensed Professional Care Providers (MD,PA,NP)
3. it is signed & dated by parent
4. it is NOT a controlled substance (i.e.: Ritalin, etc.)

The band has a stock supply of Acetaminophen, pill form (500mg), Ibuprofen, pill form (200mg), Antacid, chewable tablet, Diphenhydramine, pill form (25mg) and Cough Drops.  All other medications are to be provided by the parent in the original container and marked with the student's name.
